This is a short tutorial on how to use the Libraries’ catalog.   The Libraries’ catalog is accessible from the Search & Find box on the Libraries home page.   If you have a good idea what you are looking for, you can do a search by keyword, author, title or subject from here (show drop down).   We are going to use the Advanced search screen so we can see the full functionality of the catalog. 
The Advanced search screen allows you to search using multiple terms easily (show drop down menu you can  also limit your search by language, year or other selections, and there are search hints below that can prove useful  (highlight).   
We are going to do a search for topics relating to urban renewal and planning (type in “urban renewal” and plan?).  I am going to use the quotation marks because I want to keep urban renewal as a phrase, and the question mark after this (highlight) will search for word variants – such as planning and planner. 
The results list show  the number of results at the top (highlight) and is sorted by date.   If a book cover is available, you can click on it, and you can see a summary, and the table of contents for the book.   Next you will see the author, type of material, title, publication date, and  location information.  
Using the information in the location field,  where the book is available  – the first note tells you where the book is physically located, then you will see the call number of the book, if the book can circulate, and below, a note to indicate if the book is checked in or not.
(click on the first result) By clicking on the first result,  we can see more information about the book, such as the subject headings, which you can use to further your search by looking for other books that share the same subject heading (click on city planning and show “find other books…) .  “Results List” brings you back to your screen.  

Go  to # 20 (The university & urban revival : out of the ivory tower and into the streets / ).  Click on record.  By clicking on the call number, we can also see more information about the book, such as the due date.
