How to Find Company Information in Factiva (script)

The Factiva database contains articles and has information on companies, industries, and market news.  It also has the full-text of the Wall Street Journal.

From the Libraries’ homepage, click on the Subject Guides link. Click Then click on Browse Guides by Subject. Click On the Subject Guides screen, click on Management & Business, and, on the next page, Companies and Industries. Click click.

The Companies & Industries page lists a variety of databases and resources.  We will click on Factiva. Click.

Articles about companies in can be accessed by typing the company name in the Free-Text box. Run cursor over box.

Note that you can limit your results by date, language, and other options. Mouseover options. 

We will search for Disney in the box and hit Run Search. Type Disney in the box and hit Run Search.

The results are sorted by relevance, but this can be changed to sorting by date. Mouseover

The Discovery Pane on the left side of the page allows you to narrow your results by industry, company, executive, keyword, and other factors.  Scroll up and down.

Articles can be e-mailed, printed, or saved. Mouseover.

For other company information, go to the top of the screen, and click on the Companies/Markets link.  Click link. Stock and Market information is available from this screen. Mouseover.

If you are not seeking stock or market information, click on the Company Link at the upper left side of the page.  Click on Company.

Use the Get Company Snapshot box to select a company.  We will type Disney in the box. Type Disney.

Then, select your company from the Company Results list.  Click on Walt Disney Company.

The Snapshot screen for your company will automatically come up.  The snapshot screen contains brief company information, such as the business description, industry classification, key financials, recent articles, and peers, or competitors. Scroll slowly down the record, then back up.

On the left side of the screen, other categories are listed.  

Click the Financial Results button for financial information. Click Financial Results.

Note the Statement type pull down menu.  Use pulldown menu to show options.

Use the Reports link to select different, specialized reports.  Click link.

There are reports on Ratios, Financial Health, etc. Use pulldown to show.
