How to Access the Wall Street Journal Online (script)

The Wall Street Journal can be accessed via the Factiva database.  To access Factiva, click on “Articles & Databases”.  Click

Click on “Find database by name or subject”. Click

Type Factiva, F-A-C-T-I-V-A in the Title box in the upper middle part of the page. Type Factiva.

Click on the Factiva link to connect to the database.

Type the title or subject keywords in the free text box in the upper middle of the page. We will type “housing slump” in quotes. Type “housing slump” in box.

Be sure to use the pulldown Date menu (located below the search box) to search the correct time period.   Use pull down and select “past 6 months”

Now, click on the Source link on the left side of the page. Click on “Source”. 

 In the “Find a Source” box, type Wall Street Journal, making sure to spell out the word “Street”. Type Wall Street Journal.

There are many different editions of the Wall Street Journal. Click on Publication: Wall St. Journal, which is the standard U.S. edition. Click on Publications: Wall Street Journal title.

The Wall Street Journal will now be listed under Source. Move cursor to highlight this.

Now click, “Run Search”, which is to the right of the Free text box. Click “run search”

You will now see your search results.  The results are automatically sorted by relevance.  If you wish to sort them by publication date, use the Sort by” pulldown at the top left side of the page. Move cursor to pull down box and choose “Publications date, most recent first”.

Note the Discovery Pane on the left side of the page.  This will give you other terms (companies, people, industries) that can help you to narrow your search results. Mouseover Discovery Pane.

If you need to redo your search strategy, click on Modify Search at the top of the page. Mouseover
 
You can mark selected records for viewing, printing, or downloading by clicking the box next to the records and then clicking on the appropriate symbol. There are symbols for e-mailing, printing, and downloading, as well as the rtf, pdf, and xml formats. Run cursor over various options.

If you would just simply like to browse a current Wall Street Journal online, click on the “News Pages” link at the top of any Factiva page. Click on “News pages”.

The right side of the News Pages page will contain a section for the Wall St. Journal, covering the past two weeks.  Use the date pulldown below the Wall St. Journal title to select day Move cursor and select a day and use the box to the right to select section of the paper. Move cursor and select any section.  Please note that financial data from the WSJ,  such as stock, bond, and mutual fund prices, is not available online via Factiva.
