LexisNexis Statistical Insight provides indexing and full-text of statistical information from three primary sources:  the American Statistics’ Index , Statistical Reference Index, and Index to International Statistics.  These three sources cover United States federal sources, private and consumer sources, and statistical publications of international intergovernmental organizations. 
To get to Statistical Insight,  go  to the Subject Guides tab on the Libraries home page, and select  Browse Guides by Subject.  Select the Statistics and Census Data link, and then select Statistical Insight. 
To start our search, we will look for information related to employment and united states.  Note that as you start typing, Statistical Insight will provide you with suggested keywords and subject terms that might prove useful -  you can select one of the suggestions if you think they are appropriate.   You can also use quotation marks for exact phrases in the search box if you wish. 
Your results appear on the main part of the screen.   On the left, you can use the filters to narrow your search by countries, source type, and subject.   We are going to filter our results down by the subject of “employment and unemployment.” 
If we look at the result for Monthly Labor Review (#5),  we can read the abstract (hover), view tables (click) or just the ones that match the search (point out radio buttons at the top of the box then close window).  If the source looks useful, you can also view previous full-text that is available (hover). 
To remove the filters,  I can click on “clear all filters” (click) at the top of the left column. 
If you want to see statistics of an item, but you only see an option for abstracts (go to result #1 and click on abstract), record the record title, source and record number information (highlight with mouse ).    Since the Libraries has a large amount of the literature indexed by this database in microfiche and is a government depository, a Librarian might be able to help you find the source in print or microfiche.
